NCD Project

I purchased a NCD NC-900 X-Terminal off of ebay. I am in the process of trying to make it work with a Linux (Debian Sarge) Server.

I have decided to use a STATIC IP for the terminal and not deal with BOOTP currently, at least until I get the rest to work.
This is what has worked so far:

1. I installed tftpd Package onto the Linux Server

2. I installed tftp package on the linux server (for testing)

3. I have downloaded 3 different NCDware files (NCDWare35.tar.z, NCDware-5.0.129 and NCDware-5.1.140)  The only one that seems to work with my box is the NCDWare3.5.tar.z (see below for more on this)

4. since the file is a .z file, first you must do an 

uncompress NCDWare35.tar.z

this creates the file NCDWare35.tar

5. Now you can use tar as follows:

tar xvf NCDWare35.tar

this will create a directory structure ../NCDWare3.5 (and yes the decimal point does move)

6. I then created a /tftpboot directory and moved the contents of NCDWare3.5 to there. 

7. Then I moved the directory /tftpboot/usr/lib/X11/ncd to its rightful place of /usr/lib/X11/ncd

8. I edited the /etc/inetd.conf. The line for tftp the last path is pointed to the /tftpboot directory.

9. I restarted inetd with the command /etc/init.d/inetd restart

10. after setting up the NCD terminal with a valid IP, net mast ect, I saved the settings using nvsave. The boot file was pointed to Xncd19r

11. Upon a boot of the NCD terminal, I do get a downloading progress bar and at 100% I get “Starting…..”

12. Nothing happens after that.

I believe that X-terminal is not set up right on the Linux box to server the X-terminal. I have done some research on this (see websites below), but due to time constraints I have to put this project on hold until I have more time. 
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
